EDTC 5555 – Final Project

For your final project, you will create the web site you envisioned when you created your website planning during the first term.  The final project will include a home page (index.htm), a minimum of five supporting pages, inclusion of at least one Web 2.0 tool (information below), and documentation of the rationale for your choices of HTML elements and the considerations you made in your website design.
The home page is the main page for your educational web site. The subsequent pages might contain teacher biographical information, concepts covered or classes taught, assignments/handouts, resource pages, and a calendar or yearly plan.  You must also set up and link to at least one Web 2.0 tool (a WIKI, a NING, a blog, etc.)  If special login information is necessary, this must also be submitted to the instructor along with your final project. The most important part of your site is for it to be functional for yourself and your students, so deviating from the above mentioned pages is possible by discussing it with your instructor.

General Requirements

The site you create must include the following:

· It must be functional. 

· It must adhere to good design principles.  (PARC)

· It must be appropriate to your audience and purpose

· It must incorporate the HTML tags that were discussed in class: 

· A navigation bar on each page that allows me to get to all pages.  This could be in the form of a list of links at the top or left of the page, buttons, etc.

· Table, to display information  (at least one)

· Graphics, appropriate for education and consistent throughout site (at least three)

· Hyperlinks to appropriate educational web sites AND to other file formats, such as Word documents, PowerPoint Presentations, PDFs, etc.  (at least twelve total, four to other web sites, four to other files, and four of your choice)

· Lists - ordered, unordered, description (at least two of the three) 

· Comments, using comment tag  (on each page, giving at least your name and date created)

· Forms,  including at least four different elements (at least two forms)

· Style sheet (at least one external style sheet, formatting at least two headings with at least two properties each, the background color, the paragraph text with at least two properties, and one other element of choice with at least two properties)

· It must be submitted with documentation that includes such things as: 

· HTML elements included

· rationale for HTML elements chosen, including evidence of research on the effectiveness of the elements chosen (ISTE Nets-T 5c)  and how engagement with professional learning communities aided in that decision making (ISTE Nets-T 5a)

· rationale for Web 2.0 tool(s) included in site (ISTE Nets-T 5b)

· explanation of audience & educational purpose of site that includes how it “contribute to the effectiveness, vitality, and self-renewal” of the educational community for which it is intended
· resource list for external sources (e.g. images, links, text, etc.)
*Note: The above are minimum requirements only.  To produce a final product of excellent (A) quality, consider adding more pages, more sophisticated HTML elements, more Web 2.0 functionality, etc.
Adding Interactivity

As part of your final project, you are asked to include a “web 2.0 tool,” or something to add interactivity to your site.  These tools will likely be something outside of your site, like a discussion board, an interactive video, or a tool on some other site that you either embed in your site or link to from your site. Pedagogical Considerations
Rather than completing your project simply in an effort to include required elements, consider carefully how the instructional skills described in ISTE 5c can be demonstrated through your site: “effective use of existing and emerging digital tools and resources in support of student learning.”  Plan the elements you will use in a way that can best support student learning.  For instance, using your required forms not only to collect information, but rather to gather assessment data from students, might better help you assess and respond to their learning needs.  You will be asked to reflect on these choices as part of submitting this project to your program portfolio.
Consider, also, how the elements you choose can engage your user in learning activities on your web site. The activities should demonstrate the use of higher order thinking skills (Bloom’s Taxonomy). These could include the questions on the forms pages or other tasks you’ve designed for students on your site. Again, you will be asked to discuss how you have incorporated higher order thinking skills in your documentation.
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When finished (Be sure you complete each step of this process.)
1. Your project will be due at the end of week seven of the course, with follow-up sharing and discussion with classmates in week eight.

2. Save the home page file as index.htm or index.html. 

3. FTP all required pages to your Hermes account, with the main page being saved as index.htm or index.html.  (NOTE:  It should not be in a subfolder or named something else.  By saving it as index.html, you will ensure your users are taken directly to your homepage when they access your server, preventing them from seeing the other files on your server space.)

4. Complete the required documentation to demonstrate how you incorporated the various requirements and the consideration you used in making choices of HTML elements.  
5. Then, upload this documentation to BOTH the Final Project Assignment Dropbox in WorldClassroom AND TK-20.  (Login and Instructions for Submitting to TK-20:  http://www.webster.edu/education/student-resources/tk20.html)
